As part of WeGO’s Feasibility Study 2015, the 
Civic Participation System (CPS) was introduced 
as an innovative alternative to the outdated, 
vertical model of government-to-citizen 
communication, as a dynamic space for 
inclusive and interactive dialogue — horizon-
tally, among a diversity of stakeholders — to 
solve the expansive series of urban challenges 
we share. In July 2018, it was enhanced with 
extra functions and made available free of 
charge to all members, with paid options for 
plus and premium features.
